PVS IMPRESSION QUICK REFERENCE
Two Step Putty Dam with Medium Body

e NO LATEX GLOVES (Vinyl & Nitrile are OK).
e Use a timer (suggested 2:30 work time 2:30 set time).
¢ Use Invisalign impression trays only.

e Take bite registration first, you can use that as a template to

determine what size tray to use and center arch in tray.

Materials used :

* Aquasil Ultra Monophase
* Aguasil Easy Mix Putty

Step 1: Mix Putty (base and catalyst): Use Vinyl Gloves for 30 sec. Make sure
you have no streaks and color is even. You only need 1/4 scoop each
of the orange base and gray catalyst.

Step 2: After mixing putty quickly, place putty in the posterior portion of
the tray

Step 3: Quickly place tray in patient’'s mouth. Press fully to seat where the
molars are impressing in the putty Immediately pull the tray out. The
putty should remain soft and should not set.

Step 4 : Push out all detail in the putty. Create a distal ledge. Work quickly-
you want the putty to stay soft.

Step 5: Dispense the medium body into the impression tray. Start by loading
the tray from the distal, keeping the tip submerged in material to
avoid air bubbles. Fill completely to the height of the tray, and then
continue around the arch. It is not necessary to cover the palate for
an upper impression.

Step 6 : Immediately, fully seat impression in the patient’s mouth without
incisal edges hitting the tray. Pull the lips over the tray. The key is to
vertically seat the impression. Seat slowly to allow air to escape
(material is thick). Hold steady for approx. 3 min. (Aguasil Ultra
Regular Set) or 1.5 min. (Fast Set).

Step 7: Remove the tray—start by releasing the seal in the posterior areas.
Putty show- through in molar regions is OK, because the putty
remained soft and captured accurate detail. The putty forces material
distal to the 2nd and 3rd molars.
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
